#1)

Hitler identified himself with the composer Ludwig van Beethoven (1770-1827). Hitler thought that both he and Beethoven possessed the heroic German spirit. Many of Beethoven’s works deal with the idea of heroism, most famously his Third Symphony, now nicknamed “The Heroic”. The German people’s love for Beethoven music is unrivaled. It is heard at some of the most significant moments in German history. Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony was the piece of choice when the Berlin wall was taken down. Do you think Hitler’s identification with Beethoven was appropriate? Why would Hitler have chosen Beethoven to equate himself with? What do you think Beethoven would have felt about this association? Musically, Beethoven wrote about heroism, but his personal life told a different story. Do you think Hitler knew of Beethoven’s private life? Did this add to or distract from Hitler’s admiration of Beethoven?

#2)

Anton Bruckner (1824-1896) was a preferred composer of Hitler and the Reich. A movement of Bruckner’s Seventh Symphony was played when word spread of Hitler’s death in 1945. Why do you think this piece was chosen? Bruckner was a follower of composer Richard Wagner (1818-1883). Wagner was outspokenly anti-semitic. Bruckner never spoke of such views, but also did not distance himself from them. While Bruckner’s respect for Wagner is evident musically, do you think this continued into his feelings about the Jews? How do you think Bruckner would have felt about Hitler’s liking for and usage of his music?
